· A policy paper presents a concise summary of information that can help policy makers understand, and likely make decisions about, government policies. Policy briefs may give objective summaries of relevant research, suggest possible policy options, or go even further and argue for particular courses of action.

· An effective policy brief must propose a solution to a well-defined problem that can be addressed at the level of policy.

· Therefore, writing an effective Policy Paper is imperative to communicate the ideas/suggestions/recommendations/comments clearly, without unnecessary jargons and coherently to the policy/decision makers.



Learning Objective

· This crash course will teach the basic strategies, mechanics and structure of policy papers.

· Policy papers provide a decision maker with an overview of an issue or problem, targeted analysis and often, actionable recommendations.
