In terms of GDP, labor productivity will reach 7,398 USD/worker in 2022, equivalent to 1/15 of Singapore, 1/8 of Japan and South Korea. According to PPP 2011, Vietnam's labor productivity in 2022 is equivalent to 13.3% of that of Singapore, 37.5% of that of Malaysia, 68.4% of that of Thailand, and 86.2% of that of Indonesia. This shows that the Vietnamese economy still has many major challenges to overcome in the coming time to catch up with the labor productivity of the ASEAN-6 countries.
One of the factors affecting labor productivity is institutions and policies, which are important factors in promoting and improving labor productivity. Business environment and governance indicators show that while institutions in Vietnam are improving, they are still not strong enough, especially in terms of the quality of regulations, which still impose many unnecessary burdens on business activity. 
Regulations impact almost every aspect of our daily lives. Having good regulations that are effective and efficient will contribute significantly to the enhancement of productivity and economic growth, which would lead to an improved quality of life. The Malaysian Government is committed to institutionalizing regulatory reforms as an important pillar to boost national productivity and competitiveness. The Malaysian National Policy on the Development and Implementation of Regulations (NPDIR) introduced in 2013 has been pushing for economic productivity and competitiveness, as well as the adoption of Good Regulatory Practice (GRP) among regulators.
